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Panos Papadopoulos

Born 1975, Athens, Greece.
Lives and works in Athens and Vienna, Austria.

Panos Papadopoulos uses a variety of
media (painting, video, photography,
found objects) to produce installations
that feature performative elements. For
Papadopoulos, setting up an installation
is equal to the visual outcome of the
piece. Using the entrance hall of the
former Athens Stock Exchange, the

artist constructs a parody of a'business
lounge titled El Greco's Business Lounge.
The installation consists of readymades,
minimal design furniture (to replicate the
typical business lounge), two video works,
and paintings. Through this fictitious set
the artist hopes to challenge the viewer’s
perception of the social status quo and of
systems of political and socioeconomic
behavior. Papadopoulos also lays emphasis
on political, corporate, and financial
parlance, arguing that it is in fact a meta-
language formulates in the political sphere
and affecting language ‘in the streets’.
